Ajuga reptans (Bugleweed)
‘Black Scallop — This new Ajuga makes a fine small-scale groundcover. Very glossy, near-black
foliage with scalloped edges. Deep blue flowers on short spikes in spring. 3-6"

Anemone multifida ‘Rubra’ (Windflower)
Neat clumps of ferny foliage bear 1" flowers of bright carmine rose, blooming in May and June.

Aruncus aethusifolius - True miniature Goat's Beard, with fine-textured, dissected foliage and
white sprays of flowers. Choice selection for shady rock garden. June, 12"

Campanula ‘Pink Octopus’
Lantern shaped buds open up to reveal exotic, octopus-like pink flowers, which flutter down from
upright branches. Strong-growing plants. Sun partial shade. 18" $8.50

Clematis integrifolia (Bush Clematis) - Non-vining Clematis with tubular blue or lavender flowers in
June and July.

‘Lucifer’ - Bulbous plants produce iris-like leaves and brilliant flowers that resemble those of Freesia.
Unrivaled for its intense scarlet color. Plant in full sun in a protected spot, or mulch over winter.
‘Lucifer’ is the hardiest variety of Crocosmia. August. 36"

N Delphinium exaltatum — After many years of trying to germinate and grow this native Delphinium,
we finally have a good supply of plants to offer! This species comes to us via the Holden
Arboretum in Ohio, where the plant has naturalized. Unlike some Delphiniums, it is very hardy and
long-lived. Spikes of small blue flowers, well-spaced along the stems, appear all summer long.

Dianthus pavonius (aka D. neglectus)
Bright, hot pink flowers with steel blue eyes on dwarf plants. Excellent rock garden plant, preferring
full sun and well drained soil. Blooms in June. [4"]

» Echinacea ‘Hot Lava’ (Hot Lava Coneflower)
Wide, outward-flaring petals of deep orange-red, very showy in the garden! Tall upright plants with
very strong stems, which make excellent cut-flowers. New from Terra Nova [36-40"] $10.00

» Echinacea ‘Maui Sunshine’ (Maui Sunshine Coneflower)

Goniolimon collinum (Stafice)

‘Sea Spray’ — New from Jelitto Seed in Germany. This is an improved perennial stafice with leathery
blue-green leaves and well-branched umbels of small white flowers. Flat foliage rosettes send up
20" flower stems. Excellent in the garden or as a cut flower, fresh or dried.

» Heuchera ‘Berry Smoothie’ - Amazing spring color of rose-pink becoming purple pink in summer.
Excellent vigor due to Heuchera villosa parentage, this beauty becomes a large and stunning
specimen.

» ‘Heuchera ‘Plum Royale’ — Small, shiny purple (not burgundy) leaves stay true purple all summer
long!

Lathyryus vernus (Spring Vetchling)

specimen in our Split-Rail Garden for years, but have had difficulties increasing it.  This year we
have a good quantity of plants available. It's a member of the Sweet Pea family that does not
vine; rather, it makes a long-lived, tap-rooted perennial with bright purple or pink sweet-pea
flowers very early in the spring. The outstanding clumps are bushy and well-behaved, growing in
full sun to about 15”. Smashing with daffodils or early tulips $8.50

Leptinella squalida ‘Platt’s Black’ — Delicate, nearly black ferny foliage and small button-like
white flowers. Perfect as a small ground cover in sun or part shade. Prefers moist soil. [1-2"]

Lewisia longipetala ‘Little Plum’ - Succulent leathery leaves form evergreen rosettes, bearing a
multitude of bright pink flowers from April through June. Small plants perfect for rock garden. 8"

Lobelia ‘Monet Moment’ (Hybrid Cardinal Flower)
One of the best new hybrid Lobelias, bearing masses of very large, bright rose-pink flowers, from
mid to late summer. Performs best in partial shade. [30-36"] $7.00

Lysimachia japonica ‘Minutissuma’ (Miniature Moneywort)
Small creeping groundcover with tiny deep green leaves. Yellow flowers in late spring. Tolerates
light foot traffic. Sun to part shade. [1-2"]

Luzula sylvatica (Greater Wood Rush)

» ‘Solar Flair’ — An improved selection with shiny, golden foliage, especially pronounced during cool
weather. Feathery brown spikes appear in May. An excellent grass for the shade garden, it
combines beautifully with Hostas, Heucheras and Ferns.

N Meehania cordata - A wonderful little ground cover that thrives in deep shade! Heart-shaped
bright green leaves with red stems form a dense carpet. Lavender-pink frumpet shaped flowers
bloom in June. Native to eastern U.S. woodlands. Prefers organically rich soil. [2-4"]

Papaver hybrid (Poppy)

‘Summer Breeze’ — This hybrid of the popular Iceland Poppy produces non-stop flowers of orange
or yellow. Being sterile, it does not go to seed, and hence blooms longer. Loves full sun and well-
drained soil. Tidy, compact habit. [12-15"]

N Petalostemon purpureum (Purple Prairie Clover)
‘Stephanie’ — Superior form of the native plant, not to be confused with the common true clovers.
Bright purple cylindrical-headed flowers on wiry stems in July. Plants have fine-textured foliage.
Native to dry hills and prairies; needs well drained soil and full sun. [18"]

Platycodon grandiflorus (Balloon Flower)

‘Astra Series’ — These dwarf Balloon Flowers come in a range of colors and types, including single
and double flowers in shades of pink, lavender, blue and white. Cute balloon-shaped buds open
to large bell-shaped flowers, on compact plants. Well drained soil, in full sun or partial shade. [ 8"]

N Phlox divaricata (Wild Sweet William, Woodland Phlox)

» ‘Parksville Beach’ — A more low-growing form of Wild Sweet William, with a horizontal habit making
it a perfect ground cover for shade to partial shade. Flower color is bright purplish pink. Combines
well with other woodland natives, such as Wild Columbine and Foamflower. May-June, [6-8"]

» Pulmonaria ‘Dark Vader’ — Heavy silver spotting on large, dark green leaves. Flowers start pink and
turn blue.

N Rudbeckia triloba (Branched Coneflower)
‘Prairie Glow’ — New, sensational selection of the native plant, with pinwheel flowers of mahogany,
russet and gold. Strongly upright growth habit, profuse flowering from July into September. [3-5']

Sedum rupestre

‘Angelina’ — An easy-going little plant that is useful in rock garden, troughs, containers, or at the
front edge of larger gardens. The needle-like foliage emerges bright chartreuse, becomes golden
yellow in full sun, developing tints of coral, orange and russet in cool fall weather. [6-10"]

Sedum tectractinum (Chinese Sedum)
A new find from Chinag, this ground-hugging sedum has very round succulent leaves that become
infense bronze-red in fall. In summer, it bears clusters of yellow flowers. [4-6"]

N Sisyrinchium anqustifolium (Blue-Eyed Grass)
‘Lucerne’ - Bright blue star-shaped flowers with gold centers rise above fine, Iris-like foliage.
Blooms for 6-8 weeks. Average to moist soil, easy care. May-July [8-10"]

Stachys byzantina (Lamb's Ears)

‘Silky Fleece’ —For those of you who love the soft silver foliage of Lamb's Ear, but don't like its
spread, this plant is for you! Plants stay small, only 3" in height; 10" including the small lavender
flower spikes.

Viola ‘Etain’ - Beautiful English hybrid with extra-large pale lemon flowers edged in contrasting
lavender. Will flower from May through October. Irresistible! [6-8"] $3.00

Viola ‘Columbine’ - Fragrant flowers, heavily streaked with lavender-blue and icy white. Blooms
continually from spring through fall if deadheaded.

Delicate-looking plants with 2-3 white flowers on slender stalks above 3-lobed leaves. [4-8"]

Arisaema triphyllum (Jack-in-the-pulpit)
Waxy green spathe flowers, often marked with white or purple. Bright red berries in fall. [12-24"]

Asarum canadense (Wild Ginger)
Soft green rounded 4" leaves form bold colonies, excellent as woodland ground cover.
Maroon jug-shaped flowers beneath the leaves. [6"]

Dicentra cucullaria (Dutchman’s Breeches)
Little white flowers hang upside down in rows, like breeches on a clothesline. Blooms April-May.
Soft ferny gray-green foliage goes dormant after flowering. [8"]

Dodecatheon meadia (Shooting Star)
A meadow plant with white (sometimes pink) pendant flowers with swept-back petals.
The leaves form a basal rosette. Prefers full to partial sun, not shaded woodland conditions [8-20"]

Geranium maculatum (Wild Geranium)
Lavender to pink saucer-shaped flowers in late spring, on slender stems above deeply cut
five-lobed leaves. Native to woods and shady roadsides [18-24"] 1 gal pot $7.00

Hepatica americana (Round-lobed Hepatica)
Ever-popular woodland plant with anemone-shaped flowers in April. Flowers vary in color and may
be white, pink, lavender or blue. Leathery three-lobed foliage, often mottled. [4-6"]

Jeffersonia diphylla (Twinleaf)
Two-parted kidney shaped leaves, which persist info the summer. White flowers similar in
appearance to Bloodroot. Forrich, damp woods and neutral to alkaline soil. 4.5” pot $6.50

Mertensia virginica (Virginia Bluebells)
Beloved native ephemeral wildflower with pendant frue blue bells. Large gray-green foliage,
dormant in summer [12-18"] 1 gallon pot $8.50

Pachysandra procumbens (Allegheny Pachysandra)
Clumping and spreading ground cover with foliage similar fo the common Japanese

pachysandra, but matte green with silver markings. Fuzzy white flower puffs in April. [6-12"]

Podophyllum peltatum (Mayapple)
Large umbrella-shaped foliage on tall stems, with a single large white fragrant flower beneath.

The pale yellow lemon-shaped fruit is fragrant and edible. Prefers moist woods [12-18"]

Sanguinaria canadensis (Bloodroot)
Shimmering white star-shaped flowers in April-May. Large kidney shaped gray-green leaves
emerge after flowering. Will self-sow, spreading to form colonies. [6-9"]

Smilacina racemosa (False Solomon’s Seal)
Long stems of alternately arranged leaves bear clusters of fragrant white flowers at their tips.
Red berries in fall. Spreads slowly by underground rhizomes to form attractive colonies. [24"]

Trillium erectum (Wakerobin, Red Trillium)
Maroon red three-parted flowers, slightly smaller than the native white trilium. May blooming. [12"]

Trillium grandiflorum (Showy White Trillium)
One of our most spectacular native wildflowers. Large three-parted white flowers in May, often
become pink-tinged as they fade. Increases slowly from underground tubers. [12"]

Trillium luteum (Yellow Trillium)
Large leaves are attractively mottled with deeper green and silver. The yellow to chartreuse
flowers are borne upright in the center of the leaf, and have a lovely scent. [12"]

Trillium recurvatum (Purple Prairie Trillium, Bloody Butcher)
» Upright, erect clawed petals of brownish purple. Green leaves occasionally marked with deeper
green. [12-15"]

Trillium sessile (Toadshade)
» Three petals of dark maroon in upright “closed” posture. Leaves sometimes mottled [9"]
