

GOURMET VEGETABLES
The following vegetable varieties have been selected for superior flavor and unique characteristics. Some are unique specialty items, some are heirloom varieties, and others are traditional varieties. Packs of 3 or 4 plants, $2.50 per pack. Some sold as individual pots, $2.50-$5.00 based on pot size.
Broccoli
‘Goliath’ – Huge 10-12” heads.  After harvest, side shoots will extend the harvest.  76 days
Brussells Sprouts
‘Jade Cross E’ – Tall stalks produce sprouts along the length of the stem. Frost tolerant, harvest in the fall. Remove top of plant in mid-Sept to hasten development of the sprouts [95 days]
Cabbage
‘Golden Acre’ – Early cabbage, heads 2.5-4 lbs and 5-6” across. 65 days
‘Ruby Perfection’ – A very hardy cabbage with beautiful purple-red color. 75 days
Cucumber
‘Diva Hybrid’ - AAS Winner. Heavy yield of crisp, thin-skinned sweet cukes. Disease resistant.  58 d
‘Marketmore 76’-Classic cucumber shape. Plants have multiple disease resistance. 58 days
‘Orient Express’ - Long oriental type, crisp crunchy flavor. Stake for long, straight fruits.  64 days
‘Zapata’ – Very productive pickling cucumber with multiple disease resistance. 56 days
Eggplant
‘Blacknite’ – A fine oval-fruited hybrid, with deep purple fruits about 9” in length. 61 days
‘Lavender Touch’ – Attractive cylindrical fruits of pale lavender. Sweet and bitter-free. 63 days
‘Millionaire’ – Glossy black slim 10” fruits only 2” wide. Very early and productive. 55 days
Greens
Arugula - The unmistakable salad spiker! Mildly pungent flavor. Prefers cool weather. 40 days Kale ‘Lacinato’ – Sometimes called Tuscan Kale, or Dinosaur Kale. Long narrow corrugated and blistered leaves of blue green. Attractive enough for ornamental gardens. Withstands hard frost. Mesclun ‘Mild Mix’ – Red and green lettuces, plus assorted American and Oriental greens. Pre- mixed for perfect salad making! 20 days
Swiss Chard ‘Bright Lights’ - Rainbow color! So attractive it can be planted in a flower bed. 55 days
Lettuce
‘Buttercrunch’ – A Bibb lettuce type, dark green outside with creamy interior. Loose heads. 53 days
‘Green Ice’ – Crisp light green leaves can be harvested individually, or as loose, upright heads. 45 d
‘Pinetree Garden Mix’ – An attractive mix of many types and colors of leaf lettuces.  40-60 days
‘Red Sails’ – Attractive bronze-red leaves. Early loose-leaf type, forming loose heads. 45 days
Peppers – Hot
‘Anaheim’- Medium heat, elongated dark green fruits, ripening to bright red. 75 days
‘Ancho’ – Heart-shaped fruits, 4”x2.5” at the shoulder, medium thick walls. Blackish green
becoming rust-red at maturity. Quite mild. Dried peppers are the source of chili powder. 75 days
‘Bhut Jolokia’ – “Ghost Pepper”, perhaps called so for its deathly heat! The Guinness Book of World Records lists this as the hottest pepper on earth – over one million Scoville units. Orange-red at maturity, 3-3.5” long wrinkled peppers. 80-85 days. Sold as single pots only
‘Cayenne’- Long red chili. Quite hot.  Great for drying and wreaths. High yielding. 70 days
‘Early Jalapeno’ - Hot, deep green fruit.  Early to bear. Ideal for Mexican cooking. 60 days
‘Fajita Hybrid’ – Barely hot, for those who’d like a sweet bell pepper with just a bit of heat. 75 days
‘Fooled You’ Jalapeno - For those who prefer a milder jalapeno. Perfect for nachos! 65 days
‘Habanero’ – One of the hottest peppers, 1000 times hotter than Jalapeno! Popular for making sauces and in Caribbean cooking. Grow in a hot location, but keep well-watered. 95 days
‘Hungarian Yellow Wax’ – Spicy, fairly hot, banana-shaped fruit. Matures yellow to red. 67 days
‘Mariachi’ – Excellent new hybrid, 2006 AAS winner. Blunt, cone-shaped fruits with very mild heat, great for eating raw, grilling, cooking and pickling. Bears early, matures yellow to red. 66 days
‘Serrano del Sol’ - Hybrid Serrano, earlier and bigger than older varieties. Hot, not intense.  62 days
‘Sweet Cayenne’ – Little or no heat, these thin-walled peppers are great fried. Green to red. 75
‘Zavory’ –  A mild version of Habanero! All the flavor without the heat. Only 100 Scoville units, compared to 300,000 units for regular Habaneros!
Peppers - Sweet
‘Ace Hybrid’ - Main season bell pepper, fruits very nearly square. Green maturing to red. 72 days.
‘California Wonder’ – The most popular green bell pepper. Green fruits mature to red. 75 days
‘Carmen Hybrid’ – Very large, elongated horn-shaped peppers, 6” long by 2.5” wide. Exceptional sweet flavor when ripe. Large plants produce excellent yields. Reliable and easy to grow. 60 days
‘Fat N’ Sassy’ - Extra-early bell pepper. Large green peppers mature to red. 61 days
‘Gypsy’- Incredible production of yellow-green elongated fruits. Very early and reliable. 60 days
‘Golden Treasure’ – 9” long Italian type fruits, start green and turn golden yellow . 80 days Sold as
single pots only
‘Golden Calwonder’ - Golden form of the famous ‘California Wonder’. Smooth and glossy. 72 days
‘Islander’ - Lavender ripening through shades of yellow, orange and red. Our favorite! 56-81 days
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Peppers – Sweet - continued
‘King of the North’ - One of the best for Northern climates, big blocky green bells, mature red  68 d
► ‘Nardello’ – Named for the family that brought the seed to the U.S. from Italy. Elongated peppers change from green to glossy deep red. Excellent frying pepper. Can also be dried. 75 days.
‘Pepperoncini’- Usually used for pickling, but also good fried. Thin yellow-green fruits.  72 days
‘Rainbow Mix’ - A blend of varieties.  Allow to fully mature. Mature colors include red, orange,
yellow, purple, brown and ivory. Harvest immature for green peppers. 60-85 days
‘Red Beauty’ - Impressive 4-lobed fruits with thick, sweet flesh. Green maturing to red. 68 days
‘Sweet Banana’ – Mild banana pepper with long tapered light yellow fruits, maturing red. 65 days
‘Valencia’ - Very sweet bell pepper that matures to a beautiful shade of orange. 70 days
‘Yummy Hybrid’ –Loads of petite, colorful, deliciously sweet 2.5” x 1” fruits, perfect for veggie
trays, used with dips, stuffed with cheese, or grilled on skewers.  A great snacking pepper. 73 days
Pumpkin
‘Freaky Tom’- Bright orange Halloween fruits are “warty”, for making super-freaky Jack-O-Lanterns. About 12” tall by 10” wide.  105 days
‘Galeuse d’ Eysines’ – Called the Peanut Pumpkin. Pinkish-orange pumpkins with bumpy peanut- shaped warts on the skin.  An unusual fall decoration, also a good eating variety. 100 d
‘Howden’ – Classic big Jack-O-Lantern pumpkins, reaching up to 25 lbs. 115 days
‘Kakai’ - Striped fruits with delicious “pumpkin nuts”, completely hulless, delicious roasted.  100 days
‘Rouge Vif D’Etampes’ (Cinderella Pumpkin) - Grown for centuries in France, this pumpkin resembles Cinderella’s coach. Heavily ribbed fruits are flattened in shape. Decorative. 115 days
‘Small Sugar’ – The “standard” for pies and desserts. Convenient size for kitchen use, also attractive for fall decoration. Hard, dark orange rind and bright orange flesh. High sugar content. 115 days
‘Wee-B-Little’ – Small round pumpkins, perfect for painting or fall decoration.  AAS Winner. 95 days
Squash – Summer
Yellow Straightneck ‘Fortune’- High yields of mild yellow summer squash. Fruits are carried high;
less contact with the ground means cleaner fruit and less rotting. F1 hybrid. 40 days
Zucchini ‘Black Beauty’ – Popular summer squash; dark green cylindrical fruits.  Productive. 50 days
Squash - Winter
Acorn ‘Honey Bear’ – This new hybrid acorn squash is far sweeter than older varieties.   At 1-1¼ lb they’re just the right size halved for single servings. Compact, space-saving plants are nearly resistant to powdery mildew. 85 days
Buttercup ‘Burgess Strain’ – A northern New England favorite. Blocky dark green with prominent gray “button” on the bottom. Deep orange, fiberless flesh with rich sweet flavor. 95 days
Butternut ‘Waltham’ – A classic favorite, smooth skinned beige pear-shaped fruits with excellent flavor and smooth-textured flesh. Stores well. 82 days
‘Jarrahdale’- Australian variety, sometimes classified as a pumpkin. Blue-gray rind, round flattened shape, deeply ribbed. Attractive for fall décor, but also great flavor and stores well. 95 days
‘Marina di Chioggia’ – Blistered, bubbly, slate blue-green rind. Rich, sweet yellow-orange flesh. The preferred squash in Italy for gnocchi and for roasting. 100 days
Tomatoes
Hybrids – Medium and Large Fruited
‘Big Beef’ - Modern breeding at its best! Classic Beefsteak flavor and size with high yield and multiple disease resistance. VFFNTASt  73 days
‘Bush Goliath’ - Great for containers or limited-space gardens. 3-4" fruits.  Determinate. 68 days
‘Celebrity’ – This AAS winner has medium-sized globe-shaped fruits and multiple disease resistance. VFFNTASt. Compact semi-determinate vines. 70 days
‘Early Girl’ – One of the most popular early tomatoes. Medium-sized 4-6 oz fruits.  57 days
‘Early Goliath’ – Extra early globe-shaped 6-8oz fruits. Indeterminate. Excellent flavor.  58 days
‘Fourth of July’ – Extra early, 2.5” fruits, excellent taste for such an early variety. Indeterminate 47 d
‘Jet Star’ - Proven hybrid producing big, globe-shaped fruits.  Excellent flavor, low acidity. 70 days
‘Jetsetter’ – Earlier and more disease resistant than Jet Star, with the same great flavor. 64 days
‘Ultimate Opener’ – Larger than Early Girl, and just as early. Strong disease resistance. 57 days
Non-Hybrids – Medium and Large Fruited
‘Beefsteak’ – Large, flattened fruits are meaty and juicy, sometimes slightly ribbed. Popular. 80 day
‘Delicious’ - A frequent winner of “Largest Tomato” contests, most fruits over 1 lb. Smooth, solid fruits rarely crack. Developed from ‘Beefsteak’ after years of careful selection. Indeterminate 77 d
‘Legend’ – Bred for tolerance to Late Blight. 4-5” fruits, sweet with a little acid. Determinate. 68 d
‘Rutgers’ – All-purpose tomato, good for fresh eating and for canning. Round fruits about 7 oz. 75d

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Tomatoes - continued
Heirlooms
‘Black Krim’ - Unusual novelty, black-red fruit with green shoulders. Early, sweet heirloom. 69 days
‘Brandywine’ - Amish heirloom variety. Large deep pink fruit consistently wins taste tests!  90ays
‘Brandywine Yellow’ – Golden-yellow at maturity, flattened somewhat irregular fruit. 90 days
‘Caspian Pink’ - A contender to rival Brandywine! Another pink heirloom with great flavor. 80 days
‘Cherokee Purple’ – Unusual purple fruits with brown cast. 8-12 oz fruits with excellent flavor. 80 day
‘Constoluto Genovese’ – Flattened, uniquely ribbed fruits with fine, sweet flavor. Italian origin. 90 d
‘Golden Jubilee’ – Attractive bright orange flesh with mild, low-acid flavor. From 1943.  72 days
‘Green Zebra’ – The fully ripened 2-4 oz fruits are pale green with deep green stripes,
with real old-time tomato flavor. Beautiful and unique! Vigorous, determinate vines. 78 days
‘Heirloom Rainbow Blend’ – A grab-bag of assorted Heirlooms. Includes many colors and shapes.
► ‘Paul Robeson’- Large slightly flattened maroon “black” fruits of delectable flavor.
‘Pineapple’ – Huge fruits are yellow with red stripes. Fruity- sweet but tangy flavor. 90 days
‘Polish’ – We’ve saved seed given to us by a friend whose Polish family has grown this variety for many years. Large, pinkish red fruits with great taste and a velvety texture
‘Rose’ – Amish heirloom similar to Brandywine but somewhat smaller, 10-12 oz fruits.  80days
‘White Potato Leaf’ – This old-time “white” tomato won our informal Specialty Growers tomato taste! Rather ugly, the big, pale yellow tomatoes have incredible, rich tomato flavor! 85 days
Cherry and Grape Tomatoes
‘Chocolate Cherry’-Distinctive, very dark purple fruit, with gourmet real-tomato flavor. 70 days
‘Large Red Cherry’ – Good salad type, traditional tomato flavor. Clusters of 5 fruits.  72 days
► ‘Lizzano’ – New! Semi-determinate plants are perfect for hanging baskets or pots, reaching just
18-24” high and 20” wide. Bears 1” diameter fruits all summer long. Sold as single plants only
‘Sungold’ - Almost tropical sweetness in a golden-orange cherry tomato. Yields hundreds of jewel- like fruits all season. Large, robust vines. Very early. One of our best sellers! 57 days
‘Sweet 100 Hybrid’ - The tomato that started the revolution in ultra-sweet cherry tomatoes. Round, red, super-sweet cherry tomatoes, borne in long clusters. 65 days
‘Sweet Olive’ Grape Tomato - Sweet, bite-size, firm oval fruits.   Early, and very popular. 57 days
► ‘Terrenzo’ – New! A small-fruited tomato, bred especially for growing in pots. Compact plants only 20” tall. 1 oz red cherry tomatoes resist cracking. Determinate. 56 days Sold as single plants
‘Tomatoberry Garden’ – New hybrid with fruits shaped like strawberries! Sweet and juicy, with exceptional flavor and tender skins. High yields, large indeterminate plants.  65 days.  Sold as single potted plants only (no packs)
‘Tumbling Tom’- The perfect tomato for pots, hanging baskets, or the new “upside down” tomato planters. Juicy 1-2” fruits on cascading plants. 70 days Sold as single potted plants only (no packs)
Plum and other Small-Fruited Tomatoes
‘Amish Paste’ – Turn of the century variety, large meaty 8 oz plums with good flavor, not overly acidic. Good for canning and sauces. Indeterminate. 74 days
‘Fourth of July’ – Extra early, 2.5” fruits, excellent taste for such an early variety. Indeterminate 47 d
‘Health Kick’ - New plum tomato with twice the content of the beneficial anti-oxidant lycopene. Great cooked, sauced, or in salads. Very heavy producer. Determinate. 75 days
► ‘Nugget’ – Huge yields of orange mini plum tomatoes, sweet and richly flavored. Crack resistant
Fruits on strong indeterminate plants.  65 days. Sold as single potted plants only (no packs)
‘Patio’- We’re offering this classic container tomato by popular demand! Ultra dwarf plants produce round, small-to-medium sized fruits.  70 days. Sold as single potted plants only (no packs)
‘Roma’ – The most well-known paste-type tomato. Meaty fruits with few seeds; excellent for sauce and cooking. Also makes a great salad tomato. Productive, determinate vines. 75 days
‘San Marzano’ – Classic Italian plum. Firm, long rectangular fruits. Inderterminate. 80 days
‘Yellow Pear’ – High yields of 2” very sweet, mild, yellow pear-shaped fruits.  Heirloom. 78 days
